We had several students qualify for All-
State Chorus. Rachel Derrick, Emily Schutz,
and Kelly Spong were named delegates and
Marvin Argueta-Sol, Chip Barker, Josh
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Fleitman, Thomas Park, and Patrick Weaver
were named alternates. A great showing for our
choral program!

Our winter-student athletes have
continued the Fairfax tradition of excellence. The
boys 6 i n dandinished thira o the
Northern Region championship, the school’s
highest finish in the last 12 years. Two juniors
and two seniors advanced to the state
championship in Hampton. David Ladd won the
55-meter dash, following up his district
championship with a regional title. Fellow senior
Richard Lowe also qualified with a fifth-place
finish in the shot put. Junior Nabil Mehzer
placed third in the 55-meter dash and fourth in
the 300-meter dash. Junior Sam Bechert
qualified for the state meet by coming in fourth
in the 55-meter hurdles.

Just before our early February snow,
many of our track student-athletes shined in the
Liberty District championship. Richie Lowe won
the shot put event and David Ladd finished first
in the 55-meter dash. Nabil Mehzer, David Ladd,
Chad Allen, and Sam Bechert won the 4 x 200
meter relay. Other regional qualifiers include:
Lauren Jones in the 55 meter dash and 55 meter
hurdles, Liz Nguyen in the 55 meter dash, Sam
Bechert and Chad Allen in the 55 meter hurdles,
and David Ladd and Nabil Mehzer in the 300
meter dash.

In the Virginia state swim and dive
championship, our student athletes shined. Junior
Kelli Stockton won the state title with a score
of 445, crushing the state record as well as her
own personal best. Talk about peaking at the
right time and making the most of the moment!
The boys’ swimming team finished third in the
state, with all state qualifiers advancing beyond
the preliminary rounds. Joey Kelly finished first
in both the 50 and 100 freestyle, breaking the
state and school record in the 50 free. Our
freestyle relay team of Jake Baumgardner, Travis
Lauri, Austin Patteson, and Joey Kelly earned a
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strong second place in the 200 and 400 freestyle
relays. At the regional meet, Joey Kelly also won
the 50 free and 100 free, setting new school
records in the process. Our state-qualifying relay
teams took first in the 200 free relay and third in
the 400 free relay. Patrick Johnson broke the
school record in the 100 backstroke. Other state
qualifiers include Jake Baumgardner in the 100
backstroke and Travis Lauri in the 100 free. In
the girls’ diving, Kelli Stockton also won the
regional title. Matty Ferguson, Katie Rigotti,
Peter Rossbach, Tommy Scibilia, and Michael
Cosgrove also qualified for the state swim and
dive meet in Virginia Beach.

In mid-February, our school hosted the
Northern Region wrestling championship.
Wrestlers from 30 schools participated on the six
mats laid out across our gym. It was a
tremendous display of athletic talent, which
culminated in the championships Thursday night.
Jake Cox was our top finisher with second place
in the 125-pound category. Jordan Yost,
wrestling at 189 pounds, finished third. Joey
Vanderplas finished fifth, wrestling at 215
pounds. Director of Student Activities Tim
Gordon was masterful in coordinating the
tournament despite the chaotic surroundings
caused by the snow and school closures. He took
what is often a three-day event and shaped it into
two days, and it ran like clockwork. Both Jake
and Jordan advanced to the state wrestling
tournament, held at Robinson Secondary School.
Jordan finished fourth in the state in his weight
class.

Unfortunately, our boys’ and girls’
basketball seasons ended with losses in their
first-round games of the Liberty District
tournament.

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Keeping up with Technology

The STEM Initiative is growing
exponentially. Believe it or not, this is an
understatement. Science, Technology,
Engineering, and Mathematics -- in other
words, STEM -- is on the way to becoming a
significant trend in higher education, as well as
in K-12. If you search the Internet, you will find
hundreds of colleges and high school websites
offering STEM courses, programs, or presenting
research data on this topic. Prestigious colleges
such as MIT and Princeton are leading the way.
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One of my students, Stephen Harris, from
Oakton High School, recently demonstrated a
human-size robot in front of President Barack
Obama, his staff, guests and press members.
Guess what the robot was doing? It moved from
a corner of the room to the middle, controlled by
another student, and it tossed basketball-size
balls back to Stephen as it received them. This
last event happened in pre-programmed mode.
Yes, Stephen showed the world that U.S. high
school students can build and program a
functional robot routinely.

A movie of this event was broadcast on
youtube last week. Designing, building and
programming this robot are typical First
Robotics Club activities. President Obama
spoke highly of robotics activities in high
schools and colleges. He announced First
Robotics Club activities as being part of the
official STEM initiative.

Fairfax High School

Several FCPS teachers designed a new
STEM course last summer, which is becoming a
part of the VA high school technology
curricula: The Emerging Technologies. In this
one-year advanced technology course, which is
going to be a part of dual curricula with area
colleges, we offer learning opportunities in Bio-
Technology, Artificial Intelligence, Nano-
Technology, and Computer Integrated
Manufacturing in a project-driven
environment. This is going to be an exciting and
motivating course for students.

Hydrogen-Fuel Cell Technology may
be what drives your car tomorrow. Our world is
witnessing a technology transformation. The
current energy crisis stemming from extensive
use of fossil fuel and resulting air pollution with
high levels of carbon dioxide will cause a
significant change in the way we develop new
technologies in coming decades.

Hydrogen-Fuel Cell offers a clean-air
solution to the current problem and is being
researched avidly. We in the Design &
Technology class are doing our part by studying
this subject in three separate projects, In the
Solar-Hydrogen-Fuel Cell project, students
generate electricity from solar cells, use the
electricity for the electrolysis of water, and use
the hydrogen collected from the water to
generate new electricity to start an engine.
Learning and excitement go hand-in-hand.

Our Wind-Hydrogen-Fuel Cell energy
project enables students to store energy from
wind turbines in the form of hydrogen in order to
use it later. We are obtaining very promising
results with high efficiency rates. In the final
project, students experiment with solar-cell
generated electricity (on a summer day with
lots of sunshine) to power hydrogen-fuel cells to
separate hydrogen from water so that it operates
an electric car that is designed to avoid
collisions. Bravo Design & Technology
students.
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Engine Design and Animation with
Inventor 2008 is becoming popular among
students who are on a mechanical engineering
track. An Engineering Design Student started
constructing solid models of engine parts and
sub-assemblies to build a working engine. All
can be made possible in Inventor 2008, solid
modeling software from Autodesk, the software
company of famous AutoCAD. Learning by
understanding is only possible if you build a
working engine.

Calculus with Applications in
Technology Education may be the first of its
kind in history of CTE. Calculus is considered
as a subject area of Mathematics which is not for
everybody; however, this year Pre-Engineering
students (formerly Introduction to Engineering)
are proving otherwise by learning certain
engineering applications of the Calculus. Pre-
Engineering students appear to be enjoying and
learning this subject at the same time. This
project is expected to enable future engineers to
become prepared for challenges of college by
developing a predisposition for Calculus
applications. This Introduction to Calculus
project was inspired by an in-service on that
more applied Mathematics is beneficial in CTE
courses which took place in Technology
Education Summer 2009 Conference at
Richmond.
